Within the same context of our Festival theme ("I am the vine, you are the branches"),
the verse above speaks to the connection between missions and prayer. Our
missionaries have been given a mission so that they will be able to use the power of
prayer. I can assure you that our missionaries PRAY for the work to which they have
been called. A bigger question is this - are you praying for them?

We consistently encourage every member involvement in missions at Arden with the
motto - GO-PRAY-SEND. On February 10-12, we'll see the fruit of those that have
gone. You have been encouraged to send through the EXCLUSIVE means of Faith
Promise giving. But what about prayer? Do we really believe that our prayers can
make a difference in the lives of Scott McMinn, Katy Simpkins Trygstad, and Jeff
Thompson? If prayer is designed to extend the kingdom into fruitless enemy
territory, why aren't we praying? Maybe we don't pray because we don't really think
we're at war? PRAYER IS FOR WAR.

If we can grasp the urgency for prayer, the next question is how do we pray for our
missionaries? Tommi Sitton offers some practical words:

"When people ask me how to pray for missionaries, | tell them they need to be remembered
daily, because these stresses are everyday realities. Pray for the big things: that the gospel will
advance through their efforts; that they will be sustained through loneliness; that the Lord will
provide financial partnerships; and that He will protect them from illness and those who
would do them harm. But also remember to pray for the everyday things: strength to do
everyday tasks like making meals, finding correct boundaries in relation to possessions and
privacy, and periods of separation. Pray for the Lord to sustain their relationships with Him
and with one another. And, particularly, pray for their children."

Your Missions Committee wants to encourage you to pray. We'd ask that you commit
to pray for a specific missionary on the back of your Faith Promise card. This
morning, your Missions Committee will be in the narthex with some practical ways
to pray for our missionaries. Our prayer goal is that we would have 100 units of folks
attending Arden to make a pledge to pray this year for one of our missionaries. Come
by the table today and take home some practical application and means to lift up our
missionaries in prayer!
