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As most of you know, the Lord has opened up a wonderful opportunity for our family
in Busan, South Korea for at least the next two years. Nancy hopes to teach some
English and Bible classes beginning in the Fall. Since March, I have been the direc-
tor of the English Track Masters of Divinity program at Kosin University. We have
developed a whole new curriculum that seeks to develop Servant Leaders--Christian
Worldview--Missional Engagement. These summarize our new mission statement.

We have students from Uganda, Tanzania, Kenya, and Burundi. One of our students
from Burundi heard his mother being murdered in the genocide of the 1990's while he
hid in the forest behind a tree. We have students from Cambodia who are the first
generation growing up since the genocide of Pol Pot, and whose parents never went
to school because of the slaughter. Peter from China married a lovely young lady
whose father has been in prison many times for preaching the gospel illegally in the
underground church. David, a Korean American, is our only westerner. He grew up
in Raleigh, North Carolina! Peng Peng studied communist philosophy and was set to
follow her parents in the Communist Party, until she repented and came to know the
Lord in Port Elizabeth, South Africa. Thang and Sang are from the persecuted hill
tribes of Burma/Myanmar, a land where the Buddhist military is waging a vicious

war of cultural genocide on the formerly animistic hill peoples because they have

become Christians and not Buddhists. So, we all have such an awesome opportunity
to bring the message of God's kingdom, the gospel, and a biblical worldview to
impact many cultures and language groups of Africa and Asia.

As many of you might have heard, we are planning to bring our whole family to
Busan in August. However, we have some major mountains to be removed in prayer
before that time -- just about 7 weeks from now. We are praying that the Lord
would provide at least twenty-five daily prayer partners for the  children and for
our ministry in Busan.

For those who are already praying,

1) We need to sell or rent our house.

2) Caroline needs to get to Philippines by about August 3 to begin Faith Academy, a
missionary boarding school outside of Manila. We need a sponsor or two to help
with her flight. She is very excited to go there with one of her friends from Asheville
Christian Academy, who is going as an exchange student.

3) We need for the University to finalize our contracts for the coming year so that
our new visas can be ratified before we leave.

4) We need a good, clean, sunny apartment that we could use to have small group
meetings and as a gathering place for colleagues and students. The school has
agreed to provide one but has not located one yet.

5) We need about 35,000 for transition expenses of which about 1/3 has already
been pledged.

Major answers to prayer are

1) The college purchased our tickets to Busan. We are scheduled to fly out on August
15.

2) God has changed the girls' hearts from extreme reluctance to joyful desire about
living overseas. This is a huge miracle!

3) The college has given Mark the opportunity to serve in a leadership role that
enables him to use his gifts and talents.

4) God has given us the desire to do his will -- which we all know is no small thing.
